On Roller Skates

Just as a trivial observation, 
this very day on your boob tube 
they advertise the ‘...new 
abounding trend to anew sport 
of roller-sk&ing on the ‘in-line’ 
new invention of roller skates.” 
It is noted that they say, “this 
new invention” and u. ., .was 
devised to allow off-season prac- 
tice for ice-skaters.” Hogwash. 

May I take the liberty of shar- 
ing something with you right 
from the pages of TIME-LIFE: 

“In the early 1990’s, a 
novel kind of rollerskating called 
blading became something of an 
international fitness craze. 
Named for the trademarked 

Rollerblade design, blading looks 
like ice skating on wheels. The 
boot, made of the hard, durable 
plastic calledpolyurethane, could 
easily be that of an ice-hockey 
skate, but instead of a metal 
blade on the bottom, there are 

three or four polyurethane 
wheels set in a straight line. 
Stridently modern, the skates are 

in fact a resurgence of an old 
idea. The original roller skates, 
invented in EIGHTEENTH-CEN- 
TURY HOLLAND, also placed 
the wheels in line. 

Belgian manufacturer Jo- 
seph Merlin, the first recorded 
roller-skate maker, attempted to 
publicize his wares in 1706 by 
blading into a prestigious Lon- 
don ball while playing a price- 
less violin. Like others who had 
tried the new diversion, Merlin 
was not adept at maneuvering- 
or stopping. He crashed into a 
huge mirrorworth more than 500 
pounds and was severely in- 
jured-as was the reputation of 
the in-line roller skate. 

It took a hundred years 
and the skills of afirniture sales- 

man, James Plimpton, for the 
roller skate to regain itspopular- 
ity in a different form. Plimpton 
had taken up ice skating on the 
advice of his doctor. When win- 
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ter ended he tried roller skating, 
but found he was no better than 
Merlin at controlling his move- 
TTlHltS. 

Plimpton realized that 
the key to maneuvering a 
wheeled skate was -having 
some way of rocking the boot 
from side to side, thus vary- 
ing the pressure on the wheels 
to produce turns and stops. 
He accomplished this by plac- 
ing two pairs of metal wheels 
under the heel and toe of a 
metal footplate, and a hard 
rubber ball between the roll- 
ers and the plate. The skate, 
able to rock slightly, was re- 
markably easy to control. He 
patented his guidable skate 
in 1863. 

Several years later, he in- 
vented the roller rink, a place 

where people could socialize 
while getting exercise and, not 
incidentally, rent his skates. The 
roller rink was a success, though 
not entirely for the skating: it 
provided a socially acceptable, 
chaste opportunity for women to 
meet men. By 1876, the forty- 
eight-year-old Plimpton con- 
trolled a skating empire stretch- 
ing across the United States and 
Europe. But his monopoly en- 
dured only as long as his patent; 
when it expired, others began to 
compete. [All with the preferable 
four-wheel arrangement and 
improvement.] 

Meanwhile, skating with 
the original, in-line design had 
persisted as an art form. An 
opera, Le Pmphete, included 
asimulatedice-skatingscene 
that waspe~otmed on stage 
intpllerskates-inl849,wm- 
poser Paul Taglioni wrote a bal- 
let, Winter Pastimes; or MThe 
Skaters”, that used wheel- 
bladed skates to represent an 
ice-skating scene. Jackson 
Haines, an American ballet mas- 
ter who was also an accom- 
plished ice skater, performed on 
roller skates in 1864 and proved 
to be so captivating that his tech- 

niques became thefoundation of 
today’s international style of ar- 
tistic skating, on wheels and on 

ice. 
Trivial? How so? If you can

For 
instance, consider this proph- 
ecy from Ezekiel 30: 2-3. Re- 
member he is the one with the 
“wheels” and “wheels of fire”. 

‘Son of man, speak 
this prophecy: Thus says 
the Lord God: Cry, Oh the 
day! for near is the day, 
near is the day of the Lord; 
a day of clouds, dooms- 
day for the nations shall 
it be.” 
Now let’s compare that with 

a prophecy received by L.G.A. 
on March 17, 1986: 

“‘A doomsday for the 
nations is a mild expres- 
sion of My divine wrath 
which is about to be 
poured out upon the earth 
for its purification.”

It can be noted, as we con- 
tinue to speak of these proph- 
ecies in the next volume of 
the “Divine Plan”, that they 
all speak of the multitudes of 
the wicked who will perish at 
the time of the Darkness. Does 
that mean as you pass into a 
Photon Belt and through a 
“null time”?

But the biggest shock so 
far in Russia’s submarine pro- 
gram took place earlier this fall 
of 1980. It’s a submarine 
launched from a shipyard near 
Arkangel on the White Sea. 
When Western Intelligence offi- 
cials got their first look at it they 
could hardly believe their eyes. 
Traditionally submarines have 
been known as boats rather than 
ships because of their relative 
smallness, but not this subma- 
rine. It’s a giant, a ballistic 
missile submarine about the size 
of an American World War II 
Aircraft Carrier. Western Intel- 
ligence officials are mystified as 
to why it is so large, but I can 
reveal the reason to you right 
now. The giant new Russian 
submarine, code named “Ty- 
phoon”, is another “first”. It’s 
the world’s first ballistic missile 
submarine with a reload capa- 
bility. It can empty all 20 of its 
ballistic missile tubes at a tar- 
get in war, then it can re-load 
the tubes with 20 more missiles 
carried aboard. So, if need be, 
Russia’s Typhoon Sub can 
mount two nuclear attacks. Like 
the Alpha Subs, Russia’s awe- 
some new ‘Qphoon has a tita- 
nium hull. It’s not as fast as the 
sleek Alpha Sub but very fast 
even so, and it can dive ex- 
tremely deep. 

Meanwhile, what does the 
United States have to answer 
all that? The answer is America’s 
new Trident Missile Sub. It 
carries 24 missiles, compared 
to the Typhoon’s 40. It’s slower 
and cannot dive nearly as deep 
with its non-titanium hull, and 
it’s also three years behind 
schedule and still slipping-and 
there are several reasons for 
that, some of which have been 
mentioned in the news lately.

As to creationists of this lat- 
ter day-they tell you that it 
appears that “creation” took 
place some 10,000 or 22,000 
years ago. That alone should 
give you ample reason to sus- 
pect error-there is, for one 
thing, a lot of years between 
10,000 and 22,000.

PROPONENTS OF FISSION 
THEORY 

Proponents of the Fission 
Theory have offered various vari- 
ants thereof in order to over- 
come the distance problem, (as 
well as the truth), which is fur- 
ther constrained by a concept 
termed the Roche limit (the dis- 
tance within which the tidal 
forces overcome the gravita- 
tional force).

sity-a proponent of the cap- 
ture hypothesis-in his paper 
(“Origin of the Moon by Cap- 
ture”) presented at the above- 
mentioned Conference on the 
Origin of the Moon. “Capture 
from an eccentric heliocentric 
orbit is neither feasible nor nec- 
essary,* he stated; the oddities 
of the Moon’s composition “can 
beexplained in terms of a Moon 
formed in an Earthlike orbit”: 
the Moon was “captured” while 
forming near Earth. Do you feel 
like you are in a “B-Grade” 
movie plot?

This theory, it was pointed 
out after numerous computer 
studies, required an extremely 
slow approach by the Moon to- 
ward the Earth. This capture 
process, not unlike that of the 
satellites you have sent to pre- 
sumably be captured and re- 
main in orbit around Mars or 
Venus, etc., fails to take into 
account the relative sizes of 
Earth and Moon. Relative to the

These admissions by propo- 
nents of the fission and the cap- 
ture theories lent support to the 
third main theory that was previ- 
ously current, that of Couccretion, 
a common birth. This theory has 
its roots in the hypothesis pro- 
posed at the end of the eighteenth 
century of one Pierre-Simmon de 
Laplace, who said that the Solar 
System was born of a nebular gas 
cloud that coalesced in time to 
form the Sun and the planet-a 
hypothesis that has been retained 
by modern science.

As we Both know, 
the nation must have a 
strong and effective for- 
eign intelligence capabil- 
ity. Just over two weeks 
ago, on December 7 while 
in Pearl Harbor, I said 
that we must never drop 
our guard nor unilater- 
ally dismantle our de- 
fenses. The Central In- 
telligence Agency is es- 
sential to maintaining our 
national security. 

I nominated Am- 
bassador George Bush to 
be CIA Director so we can 
now get on with appro- 
priate decisions concern- 
ing the intelligence com- 
munity. I need-and the 
nation needs-his lead- 
ership at CIA as we re- 
build and strengthen the 
foreign intelligence com- 
munity in a manner 
which earns the confi- 
dence of the. American 
people. 

Ambassador Bush 
and I agree that the 
Nation’s immediate for- 
eign intelligence needs 
must take precedence 
over other considerations 
and there should be con- 
tinuity in his CIA leader- 
ship.

approaching completion, after 
months of probing and hag- 
gling, and was sent to the Gov- 
ernment Printing Office on 
January 23, despite continuing 
arguments from the White 
House and from the GOP that 
the committee could not reveal 
confidential and secret mate- 
rial provided by the executive 
branch. On Sunday, January 
25, a copy of the report was 
leaked to Daniel Schorr of CBS 
News, and was exhibited on tele- 
vision that evening. The follow- 
ing morning, the New York 7lmes 
published an extensive sum- 
mary of the entire Pike Commit- 
tee report. 

Despite all this exposure, 
the House voted on January 29 
that the Pike Committee report 
could not be released. A few 
days later, it was published in 
full in the Village Voice, and 
CBS correspondent Daniel 
Schorr was held responsible for 
its appearance. The Pike Com- 
mittee report attacked Henry 
Kissinger, “whose comments,” 
it said, “are at variance with the 
facts.” In the midst of this 
imperial regency over the United 
States, an unamused Kissinger 
responded that “we are facing a 
new version of McCarthyism”. 
A few days later, Kissinger said 
of the Pike Committee: “I think 
they have used classified infor- 
mation in a reckless way, and 
the version of covert operations 
they have leaked to, the press 
has the cumulative effect of 
being totally untrue and dam- 
aging to the nation.” 

Thus, as Bush’s /eonfir- 
mation vote approached, the 
Ford White House, on the one 
hand, and the Pike and Church 
Committees on the other, were 
close to “open political war- 
fare”, as the Washington Post 
put it at the time. One explana- 
tion of the leaking of the Pike 
report was offered by Otis Pike 
himself on February 11: “A copy 
was sent to the CIA. It would be 
to their advantage to leak it for 
publication.” By now, Ford was 
raving about mobilizing the FBI 
to find out how the report had 

been leaked. 
On January 19, George 

Bush was present in the Execu- 
tive Gallery of the House of 
Representatives, seated close to 
the unfortunate Betty Ford, for 
the President’s State of the 
Union Address. This was a 
photo opportunity so that Ford’s 
CIA candidate could get on tele- 
vision for a cameo appearance 
that might boost his standing 
on the eve of confirmation.

Senate floor debate was 
underway on January 26, and 
Senator McIntyre lashed out at 
the Bush nomination as %n 
insensitive affront to the Ameri- 
can people”. 

In further debate on the 
day of the vote, January 27, 
Senator Joseph Biden joined 
other Democrats in assailing 
Bush as “the wrong appoint- 
ment for the wrong job at the 
wrong time.” Church appealed 
to the Senate to reject Bush, a 
man “too deeply embroiled in 
partisan politics and too inter- 
twined with the political des- 
tiny of the President himself’ to 
be able to lead the CIA. 
Goldwater, Tower, Percy, 
Howard Baker and Clifford Case 
all spoke up for Bush. Bush’s 
floor leader. was Strom 
Thurmond who supported Bush 
by attacking the Church and 
Pike Committees. 

Finally it came to a roll 
call and Bush passed by a vote 
of 64-27. Church’s staff felt 
they had failed lamentably, hav- 
ing gotten only liberal Demo- 
crats and the single Republican 
vote of Jesse Helms. 

It was the day after Bush’s 
confirmation that the House 
Rules Committee voted 9 to 7 to 
block the publication of the Pike 
Committee report. The issue 
then went to the full House on 
January 29, which voted, 146 
to 124, that the Pike Committee 
must submit its report to cen- 
sorship by the White House and 
thus by the CIA.

Riding the crest of that 
wave of backlash was George 
Bush. The constellation of 
events around his confirmation 
prefigures the wretched state of 
Congress today: a rubber stamp 
parliament in a totalitarian 
state, incapable of overriding 
even one of Bush’s 22 vetoes. 

On Friday, January 30, 
Ford and Bush were joined at 
the CIA auditorium for Bush’s 
swearing-in ceremony before a 
large gathering of agency em- 
ployees. Colby was also there: 
Some said he had been fired 
primarily because Kissinger 
thought that he was divulging 
too much to the congressional 
committees, but Kissinger later 
told Colby that the latter’s 
stratagems had been correct.

CIA DIRELTOR BUSH 

When Bush became Di- 
rector of Central Intelligence 
(DCI), the incumbent principal 
deputy director was Gen. 
Vernon Walters, a former Army 
lieutenant general. This is the 
same Gen. Vernon Walters who 
was mentioned by Haldeman 
and Nixon in the notorious 
“smoking gun” tape already 
discussed, but who of course 
denied that he ever did any of 
the things that Haldeman and 
Erlichman said that he had 
promised to do. Walters had 
been at the CIA since May 
1972-a Nixon appointee who 
had been with Nixon when the 
then-Vice President’s car was 
stoned in Caracas, Venezuela. 
Ever since then, Nixon had seen 
him as part of the old guard. 
Walters left to become a private 
consultant in July 1976. 

To replace Walters, Bush 
picked Enno Henry Knoche, who 
had joined the CIA in 1953 as 
an intelligence analyst special- 
izing in Far Eastern political 
and military affairs. Knoche 
came from the Navy and knew 
Chinese. From 1962 to 1967, 
he had been the chief of the 
National Photographic Interpre- 
tation Center.

One of these agents is 
likely to have been Townley. 
The cable also indicated that 
the two DINA agents also wanted 
to meet with Gen. Vernon 
Walters, the outgoing deputy 
director of central intelligence, 
and so the cable also went to 
Langley. Here, the cable was 
read by Walters, and also passed 
into the hands of Director 
George Bush. Bush not ‘only 
had this cable in his hands, 
Bush and Walters discussed the 
contents of the cable and what 
to do about it, including whether 
Walters ought to meet with the 
DINA agents. The cable also 
reached the desk of Henry 
Kissinger. One of Landau’s 
questions appears to have been 
whether the mission of the DINA 
men had been approved in ad- 
vance by Langley; his cable was 
accompanied by photocopies of 
the Paraguayan passports. 
(Later on, in 1980, Bush denied 
that he had ever seen this cable; 
he had not just been out of the 
loop, he claims; he had been in 
China.) The red Studebaker 
hacks, including Bush himself 
in his campaign autobiography, 
do not bother denying anything 
about the Letelier case; they 
simply omit it. 

CHILEAN DC BOMB

On August 4, on the basis of 
the conversations between Bush 
and Vernon Walters, the CIA 
sent a reply from Walters to 
Landau, stating that the-former 
‘was unaware of the visit and 

that his Agency did not desire to 
have any contact with the Chil- 
eans.” Ambassador Landau re- 
sponded by revoking the visas 
that he had already granted and 
telling the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service to put 
the two DINA men on theirwatch 
list to be picked up if they tried 
to enter the United States. The 
two DINA men entered the 
United States anyway on Au- 
gust.22, with no apparent diffi- 
culty. The DINA men reached 
Washington, and it is clear that 
they were hardly traveling in- 
cognito: They appear to have 
asked a Chilean embassy offi- 
cial to call the CIA to repeat 
their request for a meeting. 

According to other fiports, 
the DINA men met with New 
York Senator James Buckley, 
the brother of conservative col- 
umnist William Buckley of Skull 
and Bones. It is also said that 
the DINA men met with Frank 
Terpil, a close associate of Ed 
Wilson, and no stranger to the 
operations of the Shackley- 
Clines Enterprise. According to 
one such version, “Townley met 
with Frank Terpil one week be- 
fore the Letelier murder, on the 
same day that he met with Sen- 
ator James Buckley and aides 
in New York City. The explo- 
sives sent to the United States 
on Chilean airlines were to re- 
place explosives supplied by 
Edwin Wilson, according to a 
source close to the office of As- 
sistant U.S. Attorney Lawrence 
Barcella.” The bomb that killed 
Letelier and Moffitt was of the 
same type that the FBI believed 
that Ed Wilson was selling, with 
the same timer mechanism.

Contrary to that pledge, 
Bush and the CIA began ac- 
tively to sabotage Propper’s in- 
vestigation in public as well as 
behind the scenes. By Satur- 
day, the Washington Post was 
reporting many details of 
Propper’s arrangement with the 
CIA. Even more interesting was 
the following item in the “Peri- 
scope” column of Newsweek 
magazine of October 11: “After 
studying FBI and other field 
investigations, the CIA has con- 
cluded that the Chilean secret 
police were not involved in the 
death of Orlando Letelier.. . . The 
agency reached its decision be- 
cause the bomb was too crude 
to be the work of experts and 
because the murder, coming 
while Chile’s rulers were woo- 
ing U.S. support, could only 
damage the Santiago regime.” 

In a meeting presided over 
by Pottinger, Propper was only 
able to get Lapham to agree that 
the Justice Department could 
ask the CIA to report any infor- 
mation on the Letelier murder 
that might relate to the security 
of the United States against for- 
eign intervention. It was two 
years before any word of the 
July-August cables was di- 
vulged. 

Ultimately, some low-level 
Cubans were convicted in a trial 
that saw Townley plea bargain 
and get off with a lighter sen- 
tence than the rest. Material 
about Townley under his vari- 
ous aliases strangely disap- 
peared from the Immigration 
and Naturalization Service files, 
and records of the July;August 
cable traftic with Vernon Walters 
(and Bush) were expunged.

ley, who had earlier served as 
the liaison between Langley and 
the McCord-Hunt-Liddy Plumb- 
ers. In this sense, Paisley served 
as the staff director of the Tear-n 
A-Team B experiment. 

Team B’s basic conclusion 
was that the Soviet military 
preparations were not exclu- 
sively defensive, but rather rep- 
resented the attempt to acquire 
a first-strike capability that 
would allow the USSR to un- 
leash and prevail in thermo- 
nuclear war. The U.S. would 
face’ a window of vulnerability 
during the 1980’s. But it is 
clear from Pipes’ own discus- 
sion of the debate that Team B 
was less interested in the Soviet 
Union and its capabilities than 
in seizing hegemony in the in- 
telligence and think-tank com- 
munity in preparation for seiz- 
ing the key posts in the Re- 
pu blican administration that 
might follow Carter in 1980. 
The argument in Team B quar- 
ters was that, since the Soviets 
were turning aggressive once 
again, the U.S.A. must do ev- 
erything possible to strengthen 
the only staunch and reliable 
American ally in the MIDDLE 
East or possibly anywhere in 
the world, Israel. This meant 

it was absorbing vital U.S. re- 
sources needed by Israel. 

By contrast, Team B sup- 
porters like Richard Perle, who 
served as assistant secretq of 
defense under Reagan, were 
bitterly hostile to the Strategic 
Defense Initiative, which was 
plainly the only rational re- 
sponse to the Soviet buildup, 
which was very real indeed. The 
“window of vulnerability” ar- 
gument had merit, but the policy 
conclusions favored by Team B 
had none, since their idea of 
responding to the Soviet threat 
was, once again, to subordinate 
everything to Israeli demands. 

Team A and Team B were 
supposed to be secret, but leaks 
appeared in the Boston Globe 
in October. Pipes was surprised 
to find an even more detailed 
account of Team B and its grim 
estimate of Soviet intent in the 
New York Times shortly after 
Christmas, but Paisley told him 
that Bush and CIA official Rich- 
ard Lehman had already been 
talking to the press, and urged 
Pipes to begin to offer some 
interviews of his own. 

BUSHLIPS AT WORK 

Typically enough, Bush ap- 
peared on Face the Nation early 
in the new year, before the 
inauguration of the new Presi- 
dent, Jimmy Carter, to say that 
he was “appalled” by the leaks 
of Team B’s conclusions. Bush 
confessed that “outside exper- 
tise had enormous appeal to 
me.” He refused to discuss the 
Team B conclusions themselves, 
but did say that he wanted to 
“gun down’ speculation that 
the CIA had leaked a tough es- 
timate of the Soviet Union’s 
military buildup in order to stop 
Carter from cutting the defense 
budget.

PARTING SHOTS TO 
POWER 

Ronald Reagan himself em- 
braced the “window of vulner- 
ability” thesis, which worked 
as well for him as the bomber 
gap and missile gap arguments 
had worked in previous elec- 
tions.
